COLLISIONS INVOLVING DEER AND
VEHICLES UP IN ALABAMA

Press release from State Farm Insurance:

Using its claims data, the nation’s largest auto in-
surer estimates 2.4 million collisions between deer

and vehicles occurred in the United States during the

two-year period between July 1, 2007 and June 30,

2009 - 18.3 percent
more  than five
years earlier.
Alabama ex-

perienced a 16
percent increase
over the same pe-
riod.

According to the Insurance
Institute for Highway
Safety, deer-vehicle colli-
sions in the U.S. cause
more than 150 fatalities

each year. The average

property damage cost of

these incidents was $3,050, up
percent from a year ago.

These collisions are more frequent during the deer
migration and mating season in October, November
and December. The combination of growing deer
populations and the displacement of deer habitat
caused by urban sprawl are producing increasingly
hazardous conditions for motorists and deer.

For the third year in a row, West Virginia tops the list
of states where a collision with a deer is most likely.

Although not stated in the above data, | can only
assume that the same rate of deer/vehicle collisions
apply also to motorcycles. In fact, | could not find
any data specific to deer strikes by motorcycles.

However, | did learn that about 150 Americans a
year die as a result of 700,000 collisions with deer,
which reportedly cause over a billion dollars in
damage. A disproportionate number of those fatali-
ties are motorcyclists. According to available refer-
ences a motorcyclist is three times more likely to
result in a fatality than an automobile motorist.

State Farm has published information that states that the likeli-
hood of a vehicle registered in Alabama has a 1in 196 chance
of colliding with a deer. If you are alarmed by those statistics
then consider the average motorist in West Virginia who has a

1in 45 chance of acollision with adeer. It seems the saf-
est place to ride is in Hawaii where a vehicle opera-
tor has only a 1 in 11,000 chance of collision. For
more stats check out the State Farm web site at:

So how can we reduce the risk of having a collision
with one of these horned highway invaders?

Be aware of posted deer crossing signs. These
are placed in active deer crossing areas,

Remember that deer are most active between 5
and 9 p.m.,

Use high beam headlamps as much as possible

at night to illuminate the areas from which deer
will enter roadways,

Keep in mind that deer generally travel in herds

- if you see one, there is a strong possibility oth-
ers are nearby,

If riding in a group, spread out. This will keep

one rider who hits a deer from taking other rid-
ers down with him,

If a collision appears imminent, do not swerve.

Braking hard right up to the point of impact is
best, as you want to be stabilized if you do col-
lide, which will give you the greatest chance of
remaining upright.

“Okay”, you ask, “What about the deer whistles?
Won't they scare the deer off the roadway and guar-
antee smooth sailings?” | can find no data that sug-
gests that the whistles actually work, despite the
claims of the vendors.

More to the point, let's assume the whistles do
work, and that a deer ahead hears the media.
What's the message? Is the noise a collision warn-
ing, a mating call, a challenge to fight, or simply an
annoyance? Let's assume the deer receives the mes-
sage as a collision warning. Does that stimulate the
animal to run away? And if the deer does agree to
run away, is it supposed to make a 180 and run
back into the woods, or is it supposed to run
straight across the road?

I do know that Darryl Falkner, one of our club
members, has first hand knowledge of a deer strike.
Darryl suffered severe injury with several broken
bones when he hit a deer last summer. Darryl told
me that there may be very little that a rider can do
and “All he ever saw was just a flash and the next
thing he new he was laying in a ditch trying to
breathe with a punctured lung.”
